Dear Hindu sisters and brothers,

We meet again to reflect on our
achievement during 2017 and to plan our
action for the next one year. Allow me first
to tell you a few words about the time and
age we are living now. This will help us to
form a better understanding about our role

in the nation.

Technology is finally taking a toll on our
body, mind, and time. Too many overflowing
of news within short span of time has
greatly affected our attention and ability to
learn. We just scroll down news without
digesting its meaning. Our eyes capture only
worthless negative and often destructive
ideas. We have neither time nor patient for
wholesome positive thoughts.

Our precious time is wasted on social
media. Many of us are only passive receivers
and sharers. We see and share, like an
automated machine without a thought
whether the post is true or false. The
human hunger for gossip has found new
methods to feed itself. We are facing the
brunt of the social media, through reckless

sharing of fake news, old news gets

new highlight, and the worst of all, raided
by the same post from every corners. We
have to be on guard every moment.

Celebrating Unity in Diversity

If there is any religion which is the target of
attack and
propaganda, it is Hinduism. Not only those

continuous malicious
who profess other religion, but our own
Hindu brothers and sisters too, often attack
issues,

our religion, picking on certain

without proper understanding or
knowledge. It is as if we have to engage
special media officers to answer to such

publicity-mongers on a daily basis!

Most Hindus forever that

Hinduism knowledge is not given to them.

complain

But a search in Google Trends will show that
only 10 people worldwide searched for
topics on Hinduism compared to 45 on
Christianity and 74 on Islam. We can see
how much our Hindus have interest in
knowing the religion! Ironic!

The number of controversial issues that we
faced from every corner, made 2017 truly an
exasperating year. As early as November,
the whole country was debating about
celebrating Thaipusam during eclipse! On
our part, we cleared the issues with those
who are learned in the Vedas and Agamas.
We held to age old tradition that temples
will be closed during eclipse and no ritual
worship is to be done. However, our
success is when Hindus showed solidarity by

keeping to tradition.



One must remember here that human
intellect has its limitation; it is not
omnipotent or omniscient. No scientist till
to date are able to stop eclipse or any
natural phenomenon. Then, why are we
quick to forsake our Shastras to heed the so
-called rationalists and scientific thinkers?
What do they know about purity, holiness,

or spirituality?

We hear constant attack on the word
“Hindu”. We know that the word “Hindu” is
missing in our sacred texts. Even great
and Hindu thinkers like Sri
Ramakrishna, Vivekananda, Sri

Acharyas
Swami
Aurobindo, and C.Rajagopalachariar have
no hesitation to use this familiar word. As
wise men say, “Enjoy the fruit of the tree
rather than counting the leaves”, do not
worry over word; go straight to enjoy the
essence of the scriptures, lead a Dharmic
life, and attain the ultimate goal of life.

Another debate which is disrupting the
unity among Hindus is the tussle about the
identity of Tamil and Hindu. Tamil is a
language. Hinduism is a religion professed
by almost 85% of the Tamils in this country.
Hinduism, being an ancient religion, has its
early sacred texts in Vedic Sanskrit. Later,
the teachings of the Vedas were made
popular through regional languages. Thus,
we have the Panniru Thirumurai, Nalayira
Divya Prabandham and other works in
Tamil. None of these Tamil works were
antagonistic against the Vedas or attempted
to reject the Vedas. Then, why do certain
people try to confuse the Tamil Hindus that
they belong to Tamil Samayam? We must

understand that those who make such
claims have their own ulterior motives or
are misguided.

The Tamil culture is not distinct from the
Hindu culture. Take for instance, Pongal.
Will a Christian Tamilar or Muslim Tamilar
celebrate the Tamil New Year on 1% of
Chittirai? Will a Muslim Tamilar allow their
daughters to wear pavadai tavani or
celebrate Kaanum Pongal? There cannot be
Tamil culture without the Hindu foundation.
Hinduism is the life breath of the Tamil

culture!

Temples as embodiment of Divinity were
once the lifeline of the entire community.
We have to revive the role of the temples.
Every Hindu must feel kinship with a temple
in their locality. The temple committee
members must treat everyone who come to
the temple as devotees of the Lord and
serve them. Pleasing the devotees is a sure
way to ensure that the Lord is pleased.
Therefore, we find in the Agamas, great
emphasis is given in providing the devotees
with prasada of the Lord and offering them
various services, all as part of service to the
Lord. This is the meaning of “Makkal Sevai
Mahesan Sevai”.

To educate the temple managements on
this service aspect, we have launched the
National Temple Guide in the Malay
language last year during the National
Temple Conference in July. Following this,
State level programmes were successfully
organised in 4 states. We are also planning

a full-day workshop for Temple



Managements. In terms of religious

education, 2017 saw vigorous regular
programmes under the ‘Sanatana Dharma’
banner. We have also conducted trainings
for more than 150 potential religious

teachers. More classes were started
nationwide to spread the religion among

our children.

Transformation Project. We have been also
invited to the discussions on the Malaysian
Indian Blueprint (MIB).

Our relationship with various government
agencies also saw a distinct improvement
in 2017. We have given our output to enlist
the temples and centres of pilgrimage all
over the world which the civil servants can
benefit under the seven-day pilgrimage
leave. We have also helped the Prime
Minister’s Department to ascertain an

additional common public holiday for the
Hindus. We

submitted a joint

memorandum for a declaration of the
Hindu New Year as a national public

holiday.

For the first time, we called all the other
Indian ethnic groups to be a part of our
decision making process. Those who felt
unnoticed till now, like the Malayalis,
Telugus, Bengalis, Marathis, Sindhis, and
Gujaratis came forward with enthusiasm to
join hand with us. With their support, we
have also conducted the Hindu New Year
celebration this year. This has truly turned
out to be a celebration of Unity in

Diversity.

The greatest language is the language of
the heart which has love and compassion
for all beings. As a Hindu, we have to
cultivate this language of the heart. Let me
end with in an ancient prayer of the Rig
Veda: ‘Assemble, speak together; let your
minds be all of one accord, as ancient gods
unanimous sit down to their appointed
share. The place is common, common the
assembly, common the mind, so be your
thought united. A common purpose do |
lay before you, and worship with your
general oblation. One and the same be
your resolve, and be your minds of one
accord. United be the thought of all so that
all may happily agree.

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NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS - 31 DECEMBER 2017
1. GENERAL INFORMATION AND PRINCIPAL ACTIVITIES

The Sangam is principally engaged in promoting the spiritual, moral, cultural and social
interest.

The financial statements of the Company were authorised for issue by the Council in
accordance with a resolution of the Central Council.

The Sangam is private Company limited by guarantee, incorporated and domiciled in
Malaysia.

The financial statements are stated in Ringgit Malaysia.

The address of the registered office of the Sangam is situated at Suite 1007, 10th Floor,
Wisma Lim Foo Yong, 86, Jalan Raja Chulan, 50200 Kuala LLumpur.

The address of the principle place of business of the Sangam is situated at No. 67, Jalan
PJS 14/8, Taman Petaling Utama 7, 46150 Petaling Jaya, Selangor Darul Ehsan.

2. BASIS OF PREPARATION OF FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

The financial statements of the Sangam have been prepared using cost and fair value basis.
Management has used estimates and assumptions in measuring the reported amount of
assets and liabilities at the end of the reporting period and the reported amounts of revenues
and expenses during the reporting period. Judgement and assumptions are applied in the
measurement, and hence, the actual results may not coincide with reported amounts. The
areas involving significant judgements and estimated uncertainties are disclosed in Note 5.

3. COMPLIANCE WITH FINANCIAL REPORTING STANDARDS AND THE COMPANIES ACT

The financial statements have been prepared in compliance with Malaysian Privates Entities
Reporting Standard (MPERS) issued by Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (MASB) and
the provision of the Malaysian Companies Act, 2016.

3.1 Transition to the new MPERSD framework
For the current financial year ended 31 December 2017, the Company has adopted the

new Malaysian Privates Entities Reportung Standard. The date of transition to the new
MPERS Framework is 1 January 2015.

Adoption of the new MPERS Framework requires that all the standards in MPERS be
applied to the financial statements for the financial year ended 31 December 2017, the
comparative financial statements for the financial year ended 31 December 2016, and
to the opening statement of financial position at the date of transition to MPERS.
MPERS provide for some mandatory exceptions and non-mandatory exemptions to the
retrospective application of some standards.

Early adoption of the Amendements to MPERS

In October 2015, MASB issued Amendment to MPERS that are effective for financial
statements beginning on or after 1 January 2017, with early application permitted. The
Company has opted early apply the Amendments for the current financial year ended
30 June 2017. The early adoption of the Amendments to MPERS has no effect on the
financial statements of the Company for the current financial year ended 31 December
2017 amd the comparative financial year ended 31 December 2016.

Non-mandatory exemptions
The Sangam has not availed the exemptions.

Changes in accounting policies

The Sangam has not changed any accounting policies.

Reconciliation of the Financial Statements

The transition to MPERS does not have any impact on the reported financial positions,
financial performance and cash flows of the Sangam . Therefore, no reconciliation from
PERS to MPERS was prepared.

4. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

4.1

Property, plant and equipment

Operating tangible assets that are used for more than one accounting period in the
production and supply of goods and services, for administrative purposes or for rental
to others are recognised as property, plant and equipment when the Sangam obtains
control of the assets. The assets are classified into appropriate classes based on their
nature. Any subsequent replacement of significant component in an existing asset is
capitalised as a new component in the asset and the old.
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4.2

All property, plant and equipment are initially measured at cost. For a purchased asset,
cost comprises purchases price plus all directly attributable costs measured in bringing
the assets to its present locations and condition for management'’s intended use.

All property, plant and equipment are subsequently measured at cost less accumulated
depreciation and accumulated impairment losses by staright line method as follows :-

Computers 10%
Office equipment 10%
Furniture & fittings 10%
Air-conditioner 10%
Motor vehicles 20%
Renovation 10%

At the end of each of reporting period, the residual value, useful life abd depreciation
methods for the property, plant and equipment are reviewed for reasonableness. Any
change in estimated of the an item is adjusted prospectively over its remaining useful
life , commencing in the current period. Gain or loss arising from disposal of property,
plant and equipment is determined and recognised in the income statement.

Impairment of non-financial assets

An impairment loss arises when the carrying amount of a Sangam 's asset exceeds its
recoverable amount.

At the end of each reporting date, the Sangam assess whether there is any indication
that a stand -alone asset or a cash -generating unit may be impaired by using external
and internal sources of information. If any such indication exits, the Sangam estimates
the recoverable amount of the asset or cash generating unit.

If an individual asset generates independent cash flows, it is tested for impairment as a
standalone asset. If an asset does not generate independent cash inflows, it is tested
for impairment together with other assets in a cash -generating unit, at the lowest level
in which independent cash inflows are generated and monitored for internal
management purposes.

The recoverable amount of an asset or a cash- generating unit is the higher of its fair
value less costs to sell and value in use. The Sangam determines the fair value costs
to sell an asset or a cash-generating unit in a hierarchy based :-

(i) price in a binding sale agreement

(ii) market price traded in s active market

(iii) estimated of market price using the best available information
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4.3

The value in use is estimated by discounting the net cash inflows (by an appropriate
discount rate) of the asset or unit, using reasonable and extrapolation of cash inflows
for period beyond the five year forecast or budget.

For as asset measured on a cost-based model, any impairment loss is recognised in
profit or loss.

For cash-generating unit, any impairment loss is allocated to the assets of the unit pro-
rata based on the relative carrying amount of the assets.

The Sangam reassesses the recoverable amount of an impaired asset or a cash
generating unit if there is any indication that an impairment loss recognised previously
may have reversed. Any reversal of impairment loss for an asset carried at a cost-
based model is recognised in profit and loss, subject to the limit that the revised
carrying amount dote not exceed the amount that would have been determined had no
impairment loss been recognised previously.

Share capital and distribution

There is no share capital issued by the Sangan, as the Sangam is limited by guarantee.

Financial Instruments

Initial recognition and measurement

The Sangam recognises a financial asset or a financial liability (inciuding derivative
instruments) in the statement of financial position when, and only when, it becomes a
party to the contractual provisions of the instrument.

On initial recognition, all financial assets and financial liabilities are measured at fair
value, which is generally the transaction price, plus transaction costs if the financial
asset or financial liability is not measured at fair value through profit or loss. For
instruments measured at fair value through profit or loss, transaction costs are
expensed to profit or loss when incurred.

Derecognition of financial instruments

A financial asset is derecognised when, and only when, the contractual rights to receive
the cash flows from the financial asset expire, or when the sangam transfers the
contractual rights to receive cash flows of the financial asset, including circumstances
when the Sangam acts only as a collecting agent of the transferee, and retains no
significant risks and rewards of ownership of the financial asset or no continuing
involvement in the control of the financial asset transferred.
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A financial liability is derecognised when, and only when, it is legally extinguished,
which is either when the obligation specified in the contract is discharged or cancelled
or expires. A substantial modification of the terms of an existing financial liability is
accounted for as an extinguishment of the original financial liability and the recognition
of a new financial liability. For this purpose, the Sangam considers a modification as
substantial if the present value of the revised cash flows of the modified terms
discounted at the original effective interest rate differs by 10% or more when compared
with the carrying amount of the original liability.

For the purpose of subsequent measurement, the Sangam classifies financial assets
into two categories, namely: (i) financial assets at fair value through profit and loss,
and (i) financial assets at amortised cost.

After initial recognition, investments in preference shares and ordinary shares are
measured at their fair value by reference to the active market prices, if observable, or
otherwise by valuation technique, without any deduction for transaction costs it may
incur on sale or other disposal.

Investment in debt instruments, whether quoted or unquoted, are subsequently
measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method. Investments in
unquoted equity instruments and whose fair value cannot be reliably measured are
measured at cost.

Other than financial assets measured at fair value through profit and loss, all other
financial assets are subject to review for impairment in accordance with Note 4.5 (g).

Subsequent measurement of financial liabilities

After initial recognition, all financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the
effective interest method.

Fair value measurement of financial instruments
The fair value of a financial asset or a financial liability is determined by reference to

the quoted market price in an active market, and in the absence of an observable
market price, by a valuation technique using reasonable and supportable assumptions.

Recognition of gains and losses

Fair value changes of financial assets and financial liabilities classified as at fair value
through profit or loss are recognised in profit or loss when they arise.
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For financial assets and financial liabilities carried at amortised cost, a gain or loss is
recognised in profit or loss only when the financial asset or financial liability is
derecognised or impaired, and through the amortization process of the instrument.

Impairment and uncollectability of financial assets

At the end of each reporting period, the Sangam examines whether there is any
objective evidence that a financial asset or a group of financial assets is impaired.
Evidences of trigger loss events include: (i) significant difficulty of the issuer or obligor;
(i) a breach of contract, such as a default or delinquency in interest or principal
payments; (iii) granting exceptional concession to a customer; (iv) it is probable that a
customer will enter bankruptcy or other financial reorganization; (v) the disappearance
of an active market for that financial asset because of financial difficulties; (vi) any
observable market data indicating that there may be a measurable decrease in the
estimated future cash flows from a group of financial assets.

For a non-current loan and receivable carried at amortised cost, the revised estimated
cash flows are discounted at the original effective interest rate. Any impairment loss is
recognised in profit or loss and a corresponding amount is recorded in a loss allowance
account.

Any subsequent reversal of impairment loss of the financial asset is reversed in profit
or loss with a corresponding adjustment to the loss allowance account, subject to the
limit that the reversal should not result in the revised carrying amount of the financial
asset exceeding the amount that would have been determined had no impairment loss
been recognised previously.

For short-term trade and other receivables, where the effect of discounting is
immaterial, impairment loss is tested for each individually significant receivable
wherever there is any indication of impairment. Individually significant receivables for
which no impairment loss is recognised are grouped together with all other receivables
by classes based on credit risk characteristics and aged according to their past due
periods. A collective allowance is estimated for a class group based on the Sangam's
experience of loss ratio in each class, taking into consideration current market
conditions.

For an unquoted equity investment measured at cost less impairment, the impairment
is the difference between the asset's carrying amount and the best estimate (which will
necessarily be an approximation) of the amount (which might be zero) that the Sangam
may estimate the recoverable amount using an adjusted net asset value approach.
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4.5 Finance and operating leases

The Sangam recognizes a lease whenever there is an agreement, whether explicitly
stated as a lease or otherwise, whereby the lessor conveys to the lessee in return for a
payment or series of payments the right to use an asset for an agreed period of time. A
lease is classified as a finance lease if it transfers substantially all the risks and rewards
incidental to ownership. Title may or may not eventually be transferred. All other leases
that do not meet this criterion are classified as operating leases.

Lessee accounting

The Sangam capitalizes the underlying leased asset and the related lease liability in a
finance lease. The amount recognised at the commencement date is the fair value of
the underlying leased asset or, if lower, the present value of the minimum lease
payments, each determined at the inception of the lease.

The discount rate used in calculating the present value of the minimum lease payments
is the interest rate implicit in the lease, if this practicable to determine; if not, the
lessee’s incremental borrowing rate is used. Any initial direct costs of the lease are
added to the amount recognised as asset.

Minimum lease payments are apportioned between the finance charge and the
reduction of the outstanding liability. The finance charge is allocated to each period
during the lease term so as to produce a constant periodic rate of interest on the
remaining balance of the liability. Contingent rents are charged as expenses in the
periods in which they are incurred.

Capitalised leased assets are classified by nature and accounted for in accordance with
the applicable Standards in MPERS. If there is no reasonable certainty that the lessee
will obtain ownership by the end the lease term, the asset is depreciated over the
shorter of the lease term and its useful life.

Operating leases
The Sangam does not capitalize the underlying leased asset or recognize a lease
liability in an operating lease. Instead, lease payments under an operating lease are

recognised as an expense on the straight-line basis over the lease term unless another
systematic basis is more representative of the time pattern of the user 's benefit.
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4.6

Leases of land and buildings

For a lease that includes land and buildings elements, the Sangam assesses the
classification of each elements as a finance lease or an operating lease separately in
accordance with the indicators in Section 20 Leases of MPERS. The minimum lease
payments (including any lump-sum upfront payments) are allocated between the land
and the buildings elements in proportion to the relative fair values of the leasehold
interests in the land element and building element of the lase at the inception of the
lease. If substantially all of the risks and rewards incidental to ownership have been
transferred to a lessee, the leasehold land and buildings are treated as a finance lease
and capitalized as an item of property, plant and equipment.

Short-term leases of land and buildings are treated as operating leases and the
underlying leased assets are not capitalized. Any upfront lease payments are classified

as a prepaid lease payment, and intangible asset in the nature of right-of-use asset.

Tax Assets and Tax Liabilities

A current tax for current and prior periods, to the extent unpaid, is recognised as a
current tax liability. If the amount already paid in respect of current and prior periods
exceeds the amount due to for those periods, the excess is recognised as a current tax
asset. A current tax liability (asset) is measured at the amount the Sangam expects to
pay (recover) using tax rates and laws that have be enacted or substantially enacted by
the reporting date.

A deferred tax liability is recognised for all taxable temporary difference, except to the
extent that the deferred tax liability arises from: (a) the initial recognition of goodwill; or
(b) the initial recognition of an asset or liability in a transaction which is not a business
combination and at the time of the transaction, affects neither accounting profit nor
taxable profit (or tax loss). The exceptions for initial recognition differences include
items of property, plant and equipment that do not qualify for capital allowances an
acquired intangible assets that are not deductible for tax purposes.

A deferred tax asset is recognised for al deductible temporary differences to the extent
that it is probable that taxable profit will be available against which the deductible
temporary difference can be utilized, unless the deferred tax asset arises from the
initial recognition of an asset or liability in a transaction that is not a business
combination and at the time of the transaction, affect neither accounting profit nor
taxable profit (or tax loss). The exceptions for the initial recognition differences include
non-taxable government grants received and reinvestment allowances and investment
tax allowances on qualifying property, plant and equipment.
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4.7

A deferred tax asset is recognised for the carry-forward of unused tax losses and
unused tax credits to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profit will be
available against which the unused tax losses and unused tax credits can be utilized.
Unused tax credits do not include unabsorbed reinvestment allowances and
unabsorbed investment tax allowances because the Sangam treats these as part of
initial recognition differences.

Deferred taxes are measured using tax rates (and tax laws) that have been enacted or
substantially enacted by the end of the reporting period. The measurement of deferred
taxes reflect the tax consequences that would follow from the manner in which the
Sangam expects, at the end of the reporting period, to recover or settle the carrying
amount of its assets or liabilities. For an investment property measured at fair value,
the Company does not have a business model to hold the property solely for rental
income, and hence, the deferred tax liability on the fair value gain is measured based
on the presumption that the property is recovered through sale at the end of the
reporting period.

At the end of each reporting period, the carrying amount of a deferred tax asset is
reviewed, and is reduced to the extent that it is no longer probable that sufficient
taxable profit will be available to allow the benefit of a part or all of that deferred tax
asset to be utilised. Any such reduction will be reversed to the extent that it become
probable that sufficient taxable profit will be available.

A current or deferred tax is recognised as income or expense in profit or loss for the
period. For items recognised directly in equity, the related tax effect is also recognised
directly in equity.

Employee benefits

The Sangam y recognizes a liability when an employee has provided service in
exchange for employee benefits to be paid in the future and an expense when the
Sangam consumes the economic benefits arising from service provided by an
employee in exchange for employee benefits.

Short-term employee benefits

Wages and salaries are accrued and paid on a monthly basis and are recognised as an
expense, unless they relate to cost of producing inventories or other assets.

Paid absences (annual leave, maternity leave, paternity leave, sick leave, etc.) are
accrued in each period if they are accumulating paid absences that can be carried
forward, or in the case of non-accumulating paid absences, recognised as and when
the absences occur.
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4.8

Post-employment benefits - defined contribution plans

The Sangam makes statutory contributions to approved provident funds and the
contributions made are charged to profit or loss in the period to which they relate.
When the contributions made are charged to profit or loss in the period to which they
relate. When the contributions have been paid, the Company has no further payment
obligations.

Provisions

The Sangam recognised a liability as a provision if the outflows required to settle the
liability are uncertain in timing or amount.

A provision for warranty costs, restoration costs, restructuring costs, onerous contracts
or lawsuits claims is recognised when the Company has a present legal or constructive
obligation as a result of a past event, and of which the outflows of resources on
settlement are probable and a reliable estimate of the amount can be made. No
provision is recognised if these conditions are not met.

Any reimbursement attributable to a recognised provision from a counter-party (such as
an insurer) is not off-set against the provision but recognised separately as an asset
when, and only when, the reimbursement is virtually certain.

A provision is measured at the best estimate of the expenditure required to settle the
present obligation at the end of the reporting period. For a warranty provision, a
probability-weighted expected outcome of the resources required to settle the
obligation is applied, taking into account the Company's experiences of similar
transactions and supplemented with current facts and circumstances. For a restoration
provision, where a single obligation is being measured, the Company uses the
individual most likely outcome as the best estimate of the liability by reference to
current prices that contractors would charge to undertake such obligations, and taking
into account likely future events that may affect the amount required to settle an
obligation. For an onerous contract, a provision is measured based on the amount by
which costs to fulfil the contract exceed the benefits.

For a lawsuit provision, a probability-weighted expected outcome is applied in the
measurement, taking into account past court judgements made in similar cases and
advices of legal experts.

A provision is measured at the present value of the expenditures expected to be
required to settle the obligation using a discount rate that reflects the time value of
money and the risk that the actual outcome might differ from the estimate made. The
unwinding of the discount is recognised as an interest expense.

Borrowing Costs

Borrowing costs of the Sangam include interest on loans, finance lease liabilities and
interest expense of other debt instruments calculated using the effective interest
method. All borrowing costs are recognised as an expense when incurred.

Revenue Recognition and Measurement

The Sangam measures revenue from a sale of goods or a service transaction at the
fair value of the consideration received or receivable, which is usually the invoice price,
net of any trade discounts and volume rebates given to a customer in a sale or service
transaction.

Revenue from a sale of goods is recognised when: (a) the Sangam has transferred to
the buyer the significant risks and rewards of ownership of the goods; (b) the Sangam
any retains neither continuing managerial involvement to the degree usually associated
with ownership not effective control over the goods sold; (c) the amount of the revenue
can be measured reliably; (d) it is probable that the economic benefits associated with
the transaction will flow to the Sangam ; and € the costs incurred or to be incurred in
respect of the transaction can be measured reliably.

For rendering of a construction service or for a real estate service contract with a
customer that is performed over time, when the outcome of the contract can be
estimated reliably, revenue is recognised over time by reference to the stage of
completion of the contract at the end of the reporting period. The method used to
measure the stage of completion is the proportion that costs incurred to date bear to
the estimated total costs of the contract. When the outcome of a service contract
cannot be estimated reliably, revenue is recognised only to the extent of the expenses
recognised that are recoverable.

Other income items of the Sangam are recognised using the following bases:-

(@) Interest income from a debt instrument is recognised using the effective interest
method;

(b) Rental income from investment property is recognised on the straight-line basis
over the term of the relevant tenancy agreement; and

(c) Dividend from an equity investment is recognised when the Sangam'’s right, as a
shareholder of the investee, is established, which is the date the dividend is
appropriately authorised.

19 FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT POLICIES

The Sangam' s financial risk management policy seeks to ensure that adequate
financial resources are available for the development of the Sangam's business
whilst managing its risks. The Sangam operates within guidelines that are
approved by the council and the Sangam's not to engage in speculative
transactions.

The main areas of financial risks faced by the Sangam and the policies in respect of
the major areas of treasury activities are set out as follows:-
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19 FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT POLICIES - CONT'D

19.1 Interest Rate Risk

If interest rate arises from the Sangam's borrowings, this is managed through
the use of fixed and floating rate debt.

19.2 Liquidity Risk
The Sangam practice prudent liquidity risk management to minimise the
mismatch of financial assets and liabilities and to maintain sufficient credit
facilities for contingent funding requirement of working capital.

19.3 Credit Risk

The credit risk is controlled by the application of credit approvals, limits and
monitoring procedures. An internal credit review is conducted if the credit risk
is material.

19.4 Cash flow risk

The Sangam reviews its cash flow position regularly to manage its exposure to
fluctuations in future cash flow as associated with its monetary financial
instruments.

19.5 Fair values
All items pertaining to non-current assets, financial assets, financial liabilities

and other assets may be subjected to fair value practice in the event does not
give arise to undue cost and effort.

19.6 Currency risk
In the event the Sangam's financial assets and financial liabilites are
denominated in foreign currency; the Sangam ensures proper policies in place
to mitigate significant fluctuation.

19.7 Price risk

The Sangam does not foresee significant pricing fluctuation. In the event this
accurse the Sangam ensures proper controls and safe guard.
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20. SIGNIFICANT EVENT OCCURRING DURING THE REPORTING PERIOD

The Companies Act, 2016 came into effect on 31 January 2017 (except for Section
241 and Division 8 of Part lll of the said Act) and replaces the existing Companies
Act 1965.

The adoption of the Companies Act, 2016 is to be applied prospectively. Therefore,
the changes in the accounting policies and the possible impacts on the financial
statements upon its initial adoption will be disclosed in the financial statements of
the Sangam for the financial year ending 31 December 2017.
